Suddenly, the left engine of the
plane exploded. A piece of the engine struck a passenger window
on the plane and broke it. The broken window caused the inside of
the airplane to lose pressure. Whenever this happens, oxygen masks
drop down and the passenger must put it on to cover their mouth
and nose.

The pilot had to make an emergency landing. People started to
post photos, videos and last messages for loved ones on social
media. One thing people noticed was that almost everyone was
wearing their oxygen masks incorrectly. They were wearing it just

over the mouth and holding it with one hand. At the beginning of
